	Behaviorism: we know that learning has taken place if we see changes in the students' observable behavior
	Constructivism: learners construct new concepts; new knowledge maps onto existing concepts (assimilation); the task of learning is to develop new meanings within one's expanding frame of reference(accomodation)
	Personalistic: new concepts form as a function of learner's filters of per​sonal security, aware​ness, and self-develop​ment
	Social psychology: new concepts form twice – first inter-psychologi​cally, between learners as a function of dialogue and the learner's zone of proximal development, then intra-psychologi​cally
